Presenting the Evidence:
Accommodation and Support for People with Disability

Presenting the Evidence is a report from Family Advocacy in response to the NSW 
Governmentõs ôAccommodation and Support Paper: Working Draftõ, November 2005. The report 
is published by AIID as a special edition of Interaction; it is not intended to be the last work on 
accommodation and support for people with disability. It does though position the debate and 
focuses discussion on the quality of life that people with disability have and can expect and the 
empirical evidence that supports the funding of the highest quality of life.

Debates solely, or predominantly, about the cost of supporting people with disability are 
debates about the 3rd and 4th best lives, ôwhat sort of life can we afford to give to people with 
disabilityõ? 

This is wrong! The debate must be on how do we provide and fund the best quality of life 
for people with disability in an efþcient and effective way ð the best being deþned by what the 
general community enjoys. Anything less is to treat people with disability, our daughters and 
sons, as less than human beings.

The Family Advocacy report gives us the evidence as to what is presently the best that we 
as a community can fund and provide.

Disability support is the one funding programme that governments do not bring empirical 
evidence to when making decisions. There is much talk in the medical community of evidence-
based practice and discussion and debates are focused on research and data; this translates into 
governments striving to provide the best outcomes for patients from the health dollar. Imagine 
a government telling Australian women ôyou can have the 4th best treatment for breast cancer 
or nothing at allõ ñ there would be a justiþed outcry and yet governments continue to fund 4th 
best support services for people with disability.

This report will begin the outcry and provide evidence for the communityõs demand that 
governments provide and fund only the very best support based on empirical evidence.

Institutional abuse continues é Just as disability can learn from the practice of evidence-
based decision-making of the medical community, the general community can learn much from 
the many reports highlighting abuse in institutions for people with intellectual disability. Research 
demonstrates that institutions within their structure promote or allow abuse to take place. This 
is why we are not surprised at the latest media reports about abuse in nursing homes; many 
of us remember the kerosene bathing incident in Victoria some years ago and promises from 
governments and service providers that this would not happen again. But, as the many reports 
on abuse in institutions for people with disability have shown, promises and new processes can 
not change inherent structural problems.
